Joint Press Release of the 14th Inter-Korean Ministerial Talks

Pyongyang, May 7, 2004

The 14th Inter-Korean Ministerial Talks was held in Pyongyang on May 4 to 7, 2004.

During the talks, both sides shared the view that inter-Korean relations should be
developed based on the basic spirit of the June 15 Joint Declaration. They also
agreed to hold military talks and continue consultations on issues proposed by both
sides.

The South and the North agreed to hold the 15th Ministerial Talks in Seoul from
August 3 to 6. 2004.
